TRIMONT COUNCIL MINUTES

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a Regular meeting was duly held at the Trimont Community Building on the 16th day of November, 2015 at 5:30 o’clock P.M.

The following members were present:  Council Member Sterling Adamson, Council Member JoAnn Russenberger, Council Member Bruce Borntrager, and Council Member Thomas Hage.
 
The following members were absent:  Mayor Thomas Eckmann.


Mayor Pro-Tem Sterling Adamson presided over the meeting.

No comments were made during the community comment period.

Trimont Health Care Center Administrator Patrice Goette was unable to be present, though a department report was provided for review.  October financial statements will be provided next month.

Police Chief Anthony Nelson presented the monthly department report.

Public Works Supervisor Michael Paulson presented the department report.  Discussion included street light repairs, along with the need for additional lighting on the highway near the Town Center.  Salvage gravel that was to be used for the trail to the store was used in another area of the project so it will have to be purchased.  Council advised to wait until conditions are better.

Fire Chief Scott Borntrager was present to discuss the Knox Boxes needed for the fire trucks.  Each box costs $545 and there is a one-time charge of $245 for software.  Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger and carried to approve the purchase of two boxes and software.  

Mike Schultz was not present to review his conditional use permit application.  The matter will not receive further consideration until Mr. Schultz is present at a meeting. 

Motion made by Council Member Bruce Borntrager, seconded by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger and carried to adopt the following Resolution

Ambulance director Ron Shade and EMT Brad Flohrs were present to review the final draft of department rules and regulations.  Two additional department officer positions, assistant chief and secretary, will be appointed.  The new policies take effect January 1, 2016.  Motion made by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger, seconded by Council Member Bruce Borntrager and carried to adopt the rules and regulations as presented.  
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The new AED is in service and the department would like to rehab the old unit to donate it to a local facility.  Council gave their approval to do so.  Also discussed was how to handle training expenses for new EMT recruits.  There has been a verbal agreement in the past for them to reimburse the city if they do not pass the course and the test.  They would now like to either have a written agreement or have them pay part of the cost of training up front as earnest money.  Council gave approval to put an appropriate policy in place.  

Property included in the upcoming tax forfeiture sale was reviewed.  It was decided not to have a council member attend the sale on behalf of the city.

Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member Bruce Borntrager and carried to increase wastewater rates effective January 1, 2016 per the rate schedule for the PFA loan.  The base rate will increase from $10.79 to $11.01 and the usage rate will go from $8.98 to $9.43 per 1000 gallons.  

A zoning permit application from Mike Gonzalez was removed from the consent agenda for discussion.  Setbacks and plans for construction and use of the property need to be clarified so Council Member Borntrager agreed to meet with Mr. Gonzalez to get details prior to approval.
