TRIMONT COUNCIL MINUTES

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a Regular meeting was duly held at the Trimont Health Care Center on the 22nd day of February, 2016 at 5:30 o’clock P.M.

The following members were present:  Mayor Thomas Eckmann, Council Member Sterling Adamson, Council Member JoAnn Russenberger, Council Member Bruce Borntrager, and Council Member Thomas Hage.
 

Mayor Thomas Eckmann presided over the meeting.

No comments were made during the community comment period.

Trimont Health Care Center Administrator Patrice Goette presented the department report and December financial.  Also present was Shauna Kapsner from PSLO.  Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member Sterling Adamson and carried to accept the December financials as presented.  Management was asked to provide monthly financial statements as they become available.  Motion made by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger, seconded by Council Member Bruce Borntrager and carried to discontinue the monthly $800 administrative bill to the nursing home retroactive to January 1, 2016.

Police chief Anthony Nelson presented the department report.  Council directed that copies of the ordinance regulating dogs be handed out to residents when the department responds to complaints, and that this is handled in a timely manner.         

Mike Paulson presented the department report.  Discussion took place regarding maintenance projects to consider for this year and extra help that may be needed.  It was decided to leave the brush site open again without an attendant unless problems occur.  Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member Bruce Borntrager and carried to paint hydrants, curbs, parking lines, and crosswalks.  Painting light poles may be considered later.  A letter was reviewed from South Central Electric regarding street lighting maintenance.

Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member Sterling Adamson and carried to hire Cory Olson as a volunteer firefighter.  

Motion made by Council Member Sterling Adamson, seconded by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger and carried to approve a one-year lease extension to Mayo Health for the clinic building.  They withdrew the request for updates to the building.

Council discussed the cable franchise and various options to improve Internet services in Trimont.  More information will be obtained for discussion at the next meeting.

Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member Bruce Borntrager and carried to write off uncollectible ambulance accounts from 2014.
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Motion made by Council Member Bruce Borntrager, seconded by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger and carried to approve Thursday, April 21, 2016 for the Local Board of Appeal Hearing.   

Discussion took place regarding replacing flags and flag poles that were damaged in a wind storm last year.  Council Member Borntrager will look into raising donations as a community project.
