TRIMONT COUNCIL MINUTES

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a Regular meeting was duly held at the Trimont Community Building on the 21st day of March, 2016 at 4:30 o’clock P.M.

The following members were present:  Mayor Thomas Eckmann, Council Member Sterling Adamson, Council Member Bruce Borntrager, and Council Member Thomas Hage.
 
The following members were absent:  Council Member JoAnn Russenberger.


Mayor Thomas Eckmann presided over the meeting.

During the community comment period, Sydney Borntrager presented the council with donations totaling $1750 that she raised from area residents and businesses as a 4H project, with the money to be used by the City to purchase flags and flag poles.  

Dale Siegfreid with Clifton Larson Allen presented the year-end audit statement for the Trimont Health Care Center.  Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member Sterling Adamson and carried to approve the audit statement as presented.

Trimont Health Care Center Administrator Patrice Goette and Craig Ritter from PSLO presented the department report and January financials.  Discussion took place regarding concerns over the use of the family room.  Motion made by Council Member Bruce Borntrager, seconded by Council Member Sterling Adamson and carried to accept the financials as presented.  

Police Chief Anthony Nelson presented the department report.  There continues to be problems with loose dogs and pet owners will be informed of the City ordinance regulating them.

Dayn Besel addressed the council to discuss needs of the physical therapy department at the Trimont Clinic.  An additional room is needed to allow for secondary treatment.  A partition and a door is needed, along with carpet to reduce the fall risk in that area.  Council Member Adamson agreed to obtain cost estimates to review at the April meeting.

Public Works Supervisor Michael Paulson presented the department report.  Maintenance of the park shelter was discussed.  Estimates for the roof will be brought to the next meeting and volunteers will be sought to help paint the outside.  Steve Schulte began work today.  He helped with chores over the weekend and council agreed to pay for those hours for training.  Discussion took place regarding painting street lights on Main Street.  Cost estimates will be brought to the next meeting.  Council Member Hage is working on getting the flags and flag poles ready for use.  The Trimont Legion has offered to buy 10 flags for the City.  Also discussed was street lighting needed at the water and wastewater plants and in other areas of Trimont, tile work needed at Anderson Park, and televising of various sewer lines to help reduce I & I.  

Hanson Communications has proposed renewal of the cable franchise through 2030.  Bruce Hanson will attend the April meeting to discuss the matter further prior to any action.
