TRIMONT COUNCIL MINUTES

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a Special meeting was duly held at the Trimont Community Building on the 20th day of May, 2016 at 7:30 o’clock A.M.

The following members were present:  Mayor Thomas Eckmann, Council Member Sterling Adamson, Council Member Bruce Borntrager, Council Member JoAnn Russenberger, and Council Member Thomas Hage.


Mayor Thomas Eckmann presided over the meeting.

The meeting was called to order to discuss Trimont Health Care Center Business, the Street Department, and outstanding legal fees.

Trimont Health Care Center Administrator Patrice Goette and Paula Rocheleau and Craig Ritter from Partner’s Senior Living were present to discuss wages at the health care center.  Adjustments are needed to the wage scale for nursing to draw applicants for open positions.  Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger and carried to approve the proposed $2.00 per hour increase for all nursing positions, beginning on the next pay cycle.  

Legal fees owed to the city attorney per the Developer’s Agreement signed by the Town Center Board remain outstanding.  A $5,000 donation has been pledged to the Town Center Inc. to pay most of the bill.  Motion made by Council Member Bruce Borntrager, seconded by Council Member Sterling Adamson and carried to pay the balance of $727.50 from the EDA Fund to settle the debt in support of the Town Center project.     

Public Works Supervisor Mike Paulson asked the council for a decision about painting the curbs this year.  It was decided to stay on the 2-year schedule and paint them next year.

Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member Bruce Borntrager and carried to adjourn.
