TRIMONT COUNCIL MINUTES

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a Regular meeting was duly held at the Trimont Community Building on the 20th day of June, 2016 at 5:30 o’clock P.M.

The following members were present:  Mayor Thomas Eckmann, Council Member Sterling Adamson, Council Member Bruce Borntrager, Council Member JoAnn Russenberger, and Council Member Thomas Hage.
  

Mayor Thomas Eckmann presided over the meeting.

No comments were made during the community comment period.

Trimont Health Care Center Administrator Patrice Goette and Paula Rocheleau from Partner’s Senior Living provided the monthly report and April financials.  State surveys took place recently and a detailed report will be provided to the council when available.  Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger and carried to accept the financial statements.

Jerry Jorgenson with Roessler, Nuss and Co. presented the City’s year-end audit statement.  Council Member Borntrager arrived at the meeting at 5:53 p.m.  Motion made by Council Member Bruce Borntrager, seconded by Council Member Thomas Hage and carried to accept the audit statement as presented.  A question was asked about outstanding assessments on tax forfeited properties.  Martin County is not reporting those to the City after the sale.  The City balance sheet is reconciled to the county figures.

Mandi Kosbab with Edward Jones provided information about the nursing home investment.  A summary will be emailed quarterly.    

Police Chief Nelson presented the department report.  Zoning permit issues were discussed.  An application for a fence on Apple Street West was not received.  Council advised the department to set a one week deadline and issue a citation if not met.  A storage shed that does not comply with the required setback will be moved once the ground is dry.  A citizen complaint for speeding vehicles was reviewed.  When such events are not witnessed by an officer, the only way to proceed with possible charges is if the witness is willing to file a complaint and go to court.  A property on Chestnut East continues to constitute a nuisance and is not secure with rodents present.  Chief Nelson will discuss how to proceed with the city attorney.  An ordinance will be drafted if necessary to deal with hazardous properties.  

Public Works Supervisor Paulson presented the department report.  The electrical upgrades to the Legion room at Triumph Hall will cost $450.  Legion members will paint the room afterwards.  Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger and carried to approve the bid from Kuehl’s Electric.  
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Various projects were reviewed.  Stumps behind the museum need to be removed and the area will be leveled and seeded, gravel on the 8’ walkway from Ritter Ag to the Town Center will cost approximately $2,000, culverts will be needed for the spillway at an approximate cost of $500, gravel is needed on some unpaved streets, and pea rock is needed under playground equipment at the park with an estimated cost of $3,000.  Motion made by Council Member Bruce Borntrager, seconded by Council Member Sterling Adamson and carried to approve the projects as stated.  A new contractor is needed to clean the community building on a weekly basis beginning in August.  Renae Eckmann will provide the service at that time.  Everett Garlisch was consulted about tiling Anderson Park.  He said it would help to an extent to drain excess water.  No action was taken.  The joint powers paint striper is out of service due to improper maintenance by a partner city.  Mayor Eckmann called for a meeting with all the mayors and public works employees from member cities to discuss the future of the group.  Paulson will check into the cost to purchase a paint striper, along with the hourly cost to hire a jetting service to compare to the cost of membership in the joint powers group.  Televising of various sewer lines is in process.  A full report of the findings will be provided, along with cost estimates for areas in need of repair.  Also discussed were problems caused by the water backing up near the wastewater plant.  Mayor Eckmann will set up a meeting with the county and township to discuss problems at the bridge and farther downstream.

Motion made by Council Member Sterling Adamson, seconded by Council Member Bruce Borntrager and carried to hire Kyle Forstrom as a volunteer firefighter.  

Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger and carried to approve a combination on and off-sale liquor license for Uptown Grill and Saloon, and an off-sale liquor license for Town Center Liquor.  Motion made by Council Member Sterling Adamson, seconded by Council Member Thomas Hage and carried to approve the sale of liquor by Uptown Grill at the August 6th all-school reunion celebration at the Trimont school building, if allowed and approved by the MCW school board.  Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger and carried to approve the sale of liquor by Uptown Grill at the City ball field during Fun Fest, July 8th and 9th.
