TRIMONT COUNCIL MINUTES

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a Regular meeting was duly held at the Trimont Community Building on the 18th day of July, 2016 at 5:30 o’clock P.M.

The following members were present:  Mayor Thomas Eckmann, Council Member Sterling Adamson, Council Member Bruce Borntrager, and Council Member Thomas Hage.
  
The following members were absent:  Council Member JoAnn Russenberger.


Mayor Thomas Eckmann presided over the meeting.

During the community comment period, Justin Lubben asked about an unsafe property on Apple Street West.  Further discussion will take place later in the meeting.

Ronda Allis with MNDOT presented information on the Capital Highway Improvement plan.  Highway 4 through Trimont is on the plan for 2022, with sidewalks to be brought in to ADA compliance if needed.  City and county infrastructure needs can be incorporated and a meeting will take place with Martin County to discuss.  Items of concern to the City included adding lights to the stop signs on Highway 4, limiting speeds from Anderson Park past the Town Center to no more than 45 mph, and adding turn and bypass lanes to the Town Center area.  The storm sewer will be inspected and it will be repaired if needed.  The City may be responsible for part of that cost depending on the findings.  

Trimont Health Care Center Administrator Patrice Goette and Craig Ritter provided the monthly report and May financials.  Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member Bruce Borntrager and carried to accept the financial statements.  The social worker and activities director positions are open and will be combined into one.  Council was advised the ECPN program may begin again and the home has applied to participate.

The Rural Service District hearing was called to order at 6:28 p.m.  The ratio of benefits for land in the district remains the same as the previous year, 29%.  Mayor Eckmann called for comment.  None were made.  Motion made by Council Member Sterling Adamson, seconded by Council Member Bruce Borntrager and carried to adopt the following Ordinance

Police Chief Anthony Nelson presented the department report.  A bike rodeo is scheduled for National Night Out on August 2nd.

Notice was received that a portion of the OSHA Safety Grant application has been approved.  Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member Bruce Borntrager and carried to approve the grant agreement.
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Public Works Supervisor Mike Paulson presented the department report.  The walkway to the Town Center was not completed due to drainage and erosion issues at the site and because the soil covering the sewer line was moved by one of the contractors.  It is no longer over the line where it is needed for insulation.  Bolton and Menk is coming to survey the area and a meeting will take place with the Town Center board regarding the problems.  The area south of the gazebo in Triumph Park needs attention.  Council Members will look at the area to make a decision at the August meeting.  Televising of various sewer lines took place and part of the line on Apple West needs work.  A plan and cost estimates are forthcoming for that work and to smoke test the city to find other areas of I & I.  There have been ongoing problems with clogged pipes at the wastewater plant.  Flushable wipes are causing major problems, and if it continues, costly equipment will be needed.  Residents will be advised through various outlets not to flush wipes, even those sold as flushable, to avoid increased sewer charges.  A request was made for an additional $500 for the summer seasonal position to keep up with mowing.  Approval was given.  It was noted the fire department had a ladder damaged during a recent fire and the Martin County Area Foundation has approved emergency grant funding to cover the cost.

Motion made by Council Member Sterling Adamson, seconded by Council Member Bruce Borntrager and carried to approve the service agreement with Frontier Communications.

Ambulance Director Ron Shade presented the department report.  Motion made by Council Member Sterling Adamson, seconded by Council Member Bruce Borntrager and carried to approve hiring Samantha Anderson as a volunteer EMT for the Department.  Another person is taking online classes and three more are ready to test.  Council was advised that North Memorial is bringing their helicopter down for a training exercise on August 22nd.
