Discussion took place regarding housing needs in Trimont.  Market rate workforce housing is needed state wide and there are more projects requesting funding than there is money available.  Bond rates are low but construction costs are up and small projects don’t quality for tax credits that can make them affordable and viable.  The town homes previously considered for construction on the old school site will be looked at again and Mr. Goodemann will provide financial information once the City knows the type and number of units desired.  Also reviewed was infrastructure available in that area and the improvements that may be needed.
