TRIMONT COUNCIL MINUTES

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a Regular meeting was duly held at the Trimont Community Building on the 15th day of August, 2016 at 5:30 o’clock P.M.

The following members were present:  Council Member JoAnn Russenberger, Council Member Sterling Adamson, Council Member Bruce Borntrager, and Council Member Thomas Hage.
  
The following members were absent:  Mayor Thomas Eckmann.

Mayor Pro-Tem JoAnn Russenberger presided over the meeting.


During the community comment period, Jon Holtz asked about the noise ordinance relating to a problem in his neighborhood.  

Trimont Health Care Center Administrator Patrice Goette presented the department report and June financials.  A letter came from Town Center Super Valu advising of a discount available to the nursing home.  The dietary staff will be advised.  Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member Bruce Borntrager and carried to accept the financials.

Police Chief Anthony Nelson presented the department report.  It was noted the recent bike rodeo was a big success.  There are ongoing problems with people blowing grass into the street, which causes costly problems in the storm sewer.  He will begin tracking the problem for the department report and will warn those doing so.  Other nuisance properties were reviewed and will be pursued.  Further discussion took place regarding the noise complaint from earlier in the meeting.  It will be handled by the department.

Public Works Supervisor Mike Paulson presented the department report.  Two water valves were recently replaced.  Council was asked for their impression of the area south of the gazebo in Triumph Park.  All agreed it needs maintenance and it will be left to the public works department to decide how to proceed.  Council was advised the Toro mower needs to be replaced.  The Kubota mower is not working out well for the department and there would be savings of several thousand dollars by replacing both rather than waiting until 2018 as was planned.  It will be considered as part of the 2017 budget.  The street sweeper needs to be inspected and to receive maintenance work.  It will be hauled to MacQueen this fall.  The recent Joint Powers meeting was reviewed.  It was recommended the board meet at least twice each year.  The group will begin using forms to track use and maintenance of equipment and will meet following safety training sessions to discuss issues.  Tree trimming letters will be posted on properties that have trees needing work.  A deadline of September 30th was set to complete the work or the City will arrange to do so with the property owner billed.  Purchasing diesel from the Town Center was discussed.  The city uses dyed diesel for off road purposes and for emergency vehicles, so purchasing retail is not feasible.  
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Fire Chief Scott Borntrager was not present.  Assistant Chief Paulson reviewed a request to replace the cabinets at the fire hall.  An estimated cost of $7,000 is in the proposed 2017 budget.  

Ambulance Chief Ron Shade presented the department report.  Six pagers have been ordered and     
grants will be sought to help cover.  Also discussed was the current wage for EMT’s and department officers.  An increase will be considered as part of the 2017 budget.  

The 2017 proposed budget and levy was reviewed.  The proposed levy will be approved at the  September meeting.
