TRIMONT COUNCIL MINUTES

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a Regular meeting was duly held at the Trimont Community Building on the 19th day of September, 2016 at 5:30 o’clock P.M.

The following members were present:  Mayor Thomas Eckmann, Council Member JoAnn Russenberger, Council Member Sterling Adamson, Council Member Bruce Borntrager, and Council Member Thomas Hage.
  
Mayor Thomas Eckmann presided over the meeting.


No comments were made during the community comment period.

Randy Grupe and Anthony Christoffels with the Town Center Board reviewed plans to write a grant to the Schmeeckle Foundation to help fund the proposed trail.  It is for $20,000 and requires matching funds.  Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member Sterling Adamson and carried to approve matching funds for the grant using a portion of remaining bond funds.  

Patrice Goette and Craig Ritter presented the Trimont Health Care Center monthly report and July financials.  Also reviewed was the 2016-2017 budget.  Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member Sterling Adamson and carried to accept the financial statements.  Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member Sterling Adamson and carried to approve the budget based on an average census of 27.

The snow removal contract with the City of Ormsby was reviewed.  Motion made by Council Member Bruce Borntrager, seconded by Council Member Sterling Adamson and carried to offer renewal at the same rate as last year. 

Uptown Grill and Saloon applied for a 3.2 on-sale liquor license.  Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger and carried to approve the license.

Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member Sterling Adamson and carried to adopt the following Resolutions

Motion made by Council Member Bruce Borntrager, seconded by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger and carried to approve the list of tax forfeited properties.  Motion made by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger, seconded by Council Member Thomas Hage and carried to approve up to $7500 to purchase the proposed property for cleanup.
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At 6:00 P.M., the Public Hearing of the Trimont Planning Commission was called to order.  Mayor Eckmann reviewed the proposed ordinance for those present.  Commission Member Nikki Indergaard was present and advised she was in favor of the ordinance.  Commission Chair Sterling Adamson advised he had contacted other member of the planning commission and all were in favor of adoption.  Following discussion, the hearing was closed at 6:05 and the council meeting was reopened.  Motion made by Council Member Sterling Adamson, seconded by Council Member Bruce Borntrager and carried to adopt the following Ordinance

Police Chief Anthony Nelson presented the Department report.  He continues to work on properties that are not getting mowed and those who are blowing grass into the street.  He advised he may have another part-time officer from the Sherburn Welcome department.  Mayor Eckmann advised the council he had been contacted by the Martin County EDA regarding a business ownership transfer they are working on.  The transaction necessitates that the nearby properties on 7th Avenue SE be cleaned up.  Scott and Bruce Borntrager stated they will remove vehicles and junk from that area and from around Borntrager Auto Body within a six week timeframe.  FCA Coop wants their property on 4th Avenue NW cleaned up so that nuisance should be abated soon.

Public Works Supervisor Mike Paulson presented the department report.  Work on the area south of the gazebo may get completed in spring due to wet weather.  Purchase of mowers was discussed.  Pricing was obtained from GDF Enterprises and MTI Distributing.  Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger and carried to approve purchase of a Groundmaster 3280-D for $18,579.17 and a Toro 6000 for $10,274.80 from MTI in 2017 using Raw Water funds, leaving the mower reserve funds in place for future use, and the old mowers will be offered for sale or traded in if not sold to offset the cost.  The Raw Water funds will be replenished from the levy in 2018 when seal coating isn’t done.  Cory Sinn was present with information from MNDot regarding the stop signs at Main Street and Hwy. 4.  They will allow the city to purchase and install LED solar stop signs after obtaining a permit.  The department will look into the permit and cost for signs.  Paulson informed the council he will be on medical leave later this year.  He requested and was granted an extension through the summer of 2017 for use of vacation time in excess of the allowed maximum accrual.

Fire Chief Scott Borntrager and Ryan Kuehl were present to discuss replacement of the kitchen cabinets at the fire hall.  A bid from D&N was obtained to compare to bids previously provided.  
Department members will demo the current cabinets to save that cost.  Motion made by Council Member Bruce Borntrager, seconded by Council Member Thomas Hage and carried to include $7500 in the 2017 budget for the project.  Voting against the motion was Council Member Adamson.  
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Council was advised the department plans to apply for a FEMA grant for gear and equipment which requires partial matching funds not to exceed $10,000.  Funding would likely come in 2018.  Motion made by Council Member Sterling Adamson, seconded by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger and carried to approve the application and matching funds, and $500 for grant writing.

Ambulance Director Ron Shade was present to ask the council about having the city attorney draft an agreement for EMT applicants to sign agreeing to repay the city for the cost of training if they don’t pass the test.  The city clerk will contact Wilson to discuss.  An extended warranty is available for the Zoll Defib at an annual cost of $1375.  Shade recommended the purchase of a backup unit instead.  Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member Bruce Borntrager and carried to approve up to $1500 for the defib.  Wages for the ambulance department were reviewed.  Motion made by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger, seconded by Council Member Thomas Hage and carried to increase department wages effective in 2017 as follows:  Director $1500, Asst. Director $300, Secretary $300 and the hourly rate to $18.

The 2017 budget and levy were reviewed.  Adjustments include adding $500 for cabinets in the fire hall, the mower purchase, and ambulance wages.  Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member Sterling Adamson and carried to adopt the proposed 2017 budget and levy as amended.  The levy was set at $297,804.   The subsequent meeting to consider the final budget and levy, at which the public will be invited to speak, will be Monday, December 19, 2016, at 6:00 P.M.

Motion made by Council Member Bruce Borntrager, seconded by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger and carried to adopt the consent agenda as follows:
