TRIMONT COUNCIL MINUTES

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a Regular meeting was duly held at the Trimont Community Building on the 17th day of October, 2016 at 5:30 o’clock P.M.

The following members were present:  Mayor Thomas Eckmann, Council Member JoAnn Russenberger, Council Member Sterling Adamson, Council Member Bruce Borntrager, and Council Member Thomas Hage.
  
Mayor Thomas Eckmann presided over the meeting.


During the community comment period, Leland and Marilyn Pierson requested the City remove two trees in the MnDot right of way adjacent to their property.  The State is willing to do it but it wouldn’t get done for awhile.  Council advised the City can’t maintain property it does not own.  

Patrice Goette, Trimont Health Care Center Administrator, presented the department report.  August and preliminary September financial statements were provided.  Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger and carried to accept the financial statements.  Motion made by Council Member Bruce Borntrager, seconded by Council Member Sterling Adamson and carried to extend the EDA loan to the nursing home for one-year, to November 4, 2017. 

Public Works Supervisor Mike Paulson provided a department report.  Information is pending from the State regarding lighted stop signs for Hwy. 4. The Hwy. 4 storm sewer owned by MnDot is causing problems with water drainage north of town.  The adjacent property owner is working with them to see what can be done.  It was put in before Trimont was incorporated.

Police Chief Anthony Nelson was not present to provide a department report.

Data practices and computer use policies need to be adopted and examples were provided for consideration.  Further review and discussion will take place at the next meeting.  

Ambulance Director Ronald Shade was present to review the EMT training agreement.  Motion made by Council Member Bruce Borntrager, seconded by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger and carried to approve use of the agreement for new department applicants, effective immediately.  First responder training will begin in November for firefighters who are not certified EMT’s.  

Motion made by Council Member Thomas Hage, seconded by Council Member Sterling Adamson and carried to approve use of the Triumph Hall at no charge for the Chamber banquet.

Motion made by Council Member Bruce Borntrager, seconded by Council Member JoAnn Russenberger and carried to purchase tickets for City employees and significant other who wish to attend the banquet.
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Motion made by Council Member Sterling Adamson, seconded by Council Member Thomas Hage and carried to adopt the following Resolutions
